Vaccines strengthen your defenses 
to fight COVID-19 and are safe and 
effective at preventing serious illness, 
hospitalization, or death due to COVID-19.

Side effects can occur and are normal. 
Your arm may be sore for a few days. 
Some people have a stronger reaction 
after a second shot or if they had 
COVID-19 before.

Pfizer-BioNTech or Moderna booster shots 
are preferred in most situations:
•	 At least 2 months after the primary 

Johnson & Johnson shot for people 18 
years and older.

•	 At least 5 months after the second 
shot of Pfizer-BioNTech or Moderna 
for people 18 years and older. Pfizer-
BioNTech only for ages 12–17 years.
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
